THE TOWN

Known for many years as “The Queen of the Borders”, and situated at the confluence of the Rivers Slitrig and
Teviot, Hawick is the largest of the Border towns. Frequent winners of national floral awards, and famous
world-wide for it's quality knitwear, Hawick is part of The Cashmere Trail and is the major centre for the
industry in the Borders. There is a good range of shops, primary and

secondary schooling. Hawick boasts the award winning Wilton Lodge Park which lies on the River

Teviot, extending to some 107 acres, with many walks, recreational facilities, walled garden, Hawick
Museum and Scott Gallery. The town is also famous for rugby, and has the benefit of a range of sporting and
Leisure Centre facilities including many fine golf courses throughout the area. Many events are held in the
town during the year, including the annual Common Riding.

LOCATION

From Hawick High Street travelling West, turn left up Cross Wynd and continue forward onto Wellogate Brae.
Take a left from Wellogate Brae onto Wellogate Place (one way system). The property lies towards the end of
the road on the left hand side.

THE PROPERTY

Maisonette style property located in the ever popular “Terraces” area of the town minutes walk from local
amenities in a quiet area.

Accessed from the hallway via a timber door. Located to the front of the property with double glazed
window. Ample floor and wall mounted kitchen units with white marble effect work surfaces. Single bowl
stainless steel sink and drainer with chrome effect mixer tap. Tiled to splashback areas in a neutral tile.
Practical vinyl flooring. Space for gas cooker. Extractor fan located over the cooker. Space and plumbing
for washing machine. Wall mounted combination gas boiler. Timber lining to ceiling. Recessed ceiling
spotlights. Ceiling light. Central heating radiator. Space for dining table and chairs. Space for fridge
freezer.

First Floor

Accessed via carpeted staircase from hallway. Decorated in neutral with neutral carpet flooring. Skylight.
Ceiling light. A timber door leads to a large cupboard for storage and into the eves of the property providing
additional storage.

Double Bedroom 2.56 x 4.52

Entered from landing via timber door. Located to the rear of the property. Double glazed window
overlooking the rear and a timber display sill below. Built in double wardrobes with a range of hanging and
shelving. Timber panel door lead to another built in cupboard housing the water tank. Central heating
radiator. Wall mounted lighting. Decorated in neutral with carpet flooring and timber finishes.

Single Bedroom 2.01 x 3.35

Timber door leads into single bedroom. Currently used a nursery. Located to the rear of the property.
Decorated in neutral with neutral carpet flooring. Central heating radiator. Ceiling light. Double glazed
window looks out onto the rear with timber display sill below. Timber finishes.

Bathroom — 2.19 x 2.01

Timber door leads into the bathroom which is located to the front property. Decorated in a shade of blue
with laminate flooring. Tiled around the bathing area and around the sink in a blue mosaic tile. Timber
lining to ceiling. Comprises of a four piece white suite, wash hand basin, WC, bath and separate walk in
shower enclosure with a Mira Event electric shower and bi fold glazed shower doors. Wall mounted lighting.
Central heating radiator. Double glazed opaque window overlooks to the front with timber display sill below.

Garden
Located across the road by the garages. Bounded by fencing and has a decked area and chipped area.
There are clothes drying facilities and storage area.
